

The Development & Planning Department is the Nodal Department for monitoring the Prime Minister’s 20-Point Programme (TPP), a nationally implemented Programme, in the State. The Ministry of Statistics & Programme Implementation, Government of India, is the Nodal Department at the center.  The basic objective of the 20-Point Programme is to eradicate poverty and to improve the quality of life of the poor and the under privileged population of the country.  The programme covers various Socio-economic aspects like poverty, employment, education, housing, health, agriculture and land reforms, irrigation, drinking water, protection and empowerment of weaker sections, consumer protection, environment etc.  The 20 points of the Programme and its 66 items have been carefully designed and selected to achieve the above objectives. 


The Twenty Point Programme was initially launched in 1975 and was subsequently restructured in 1982 and again on 1986. With the introduction of new policies and programmes it has been finally restructured in 2006 and it has been in operation at present.  The Programmes and Schemes under TPP-2006 are in harmony with the priorities contained in the National Common Minimum Programme, the Millennium Development Goals of the United Nations and SAARC Social Charter.


As stated earlier, the monitoring of the programme at the centre has been assigned to the Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation, Government of India.  The management information system relating to Twenty Point developed by the Ministry consists of a monthly Progress Report (MPR) and yearly Review of the Programme, Point-wise, Item-wise and State-wise.  The monthly report covers progress on the implementation of the programme for 20 crucial points for which there is pre-set physical targets and the Yearly Review presents  an analytical review of the performance of all the items under the programme.


In West Bengal, the implementation of the 20 crucial Points is being done by various related  Department with their respective items. These Departments send their formal physical progress reports in the prescribed format to the Nodal Department i.e., the Development & Planning Department on monthly basis.  This Department in turn, compiles them for the State as a whole and send the consolidated MPRs to the central Nodal Department.  The performance of the State is assessed on the basis of factual achievements against targets under different points/items.


Among the 20 points and 66 items mentioned earlier, 25 items are monitored on monthly basis.  In the Monthly Progress Reports, prepared and published by the Central Nodal Department, ranking among States are being prepared and published depending on the percentage of achievements against targets of 20 ranking items/parameters (in case of West Bengal).  Uptil now, this Department has received and furnished consolidated MPR, in the prescribed format, for the month of January ‘2008.  The list of ranking items and their physical progress reports against targets are furnished below for better comprehension of the subject.  It is pertinent to mention here that among the ranking 20 items/parameters, the monthly reports for three Items are being directly submitted to the central Nodal Department by the concerned implementing Departments.  This State Nodal Department then sends reports for the following 17 items parameters, which has been presented in a tabular form.

From the table furnished above, it is clear that the state could achieve significant successes in respect of Items/parameters furnished in Sl. No.(1),(2),(4),5(b),6(a),(8),(9),(13).  But the performances of other items in the State are for from satisfactory.  This Nodal Department holds meetings with the implementing Departments to sort out the problems in implementation of the Items.  Regular reminders are sent to them.  Incidentally, it may be mentioned here that a State level monitoring committee functions to monitor the implementation aspect of the programme with Chief Secretary of the State as chairman.  This monitoring committee organises meetings with the heads of the respective Departments and tries to accelerate the percentage of achievement against targets particularly on those items whose performances are below National level.  

The progress Reports published by the central Nodal Ministry for the period from April, 2007 to November, 2007 has so far been received by this Department and as per the report West Bengal has secured 14th position among 30 States in the country.  This position can be improved further if the performances on some ranking items could be improved by the concerned departments.
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
