
Bidhayak Elaka Unnayan Prakalpa (BEUP) was introduced during the 12th Assembly i.e. in the Financial Year 2000-2001.  The basic objective under this Prakalpa is development in nature based on locally felt needs with emphasis on creation of durable assets.  The schemes should result in community benefits and should not be for the benefit of private institutions or individuals.

BEUP scheme generally cover the following sectors –

1) Minor Irrigation

2) Embankment Protection

3) Construction of roads and bridges (including Guard Walls)

4) Drinking Water facilities

5) Health Improvement

6) Education (Primary, Secondary, Higher Secondary etc.)

7) Rural Electrification

At the time of introduction of the BEUP scheme in 2000-2001 the amount of entitlement per MLA per financial year was Rs. 15 lakh.  During the 13th Assembly i.e. from the year 2001-2002 the amount was enhanced to Rs. 25 lakh per MLA per financial year.  For the 14th Assembly i.e. from the year 2006-07 this amount was further enhanced to Rs. 40 lakh per MLA per financial year.  From the coming financial year i.e. 2008-2009 this amount is being further enhanced to Rs. 50 lakh per MLA per financial year.

One time release of the unutilized funds of the 13th Assembly in relaxation of the Para 3.4 of the BEUP Revised Guidelines (August, 2005) has since been allowed.  All Sanctioning Authorities under BEUP have been issued suitable directions in respect of time bound utilization of the unutilized funds of the 13th Assembly.  During the 12th Assembly and the 13th Assembly (2000-2006) an amount of Rs. 41,222.50 lakh had been released.  The Utilization Certificates received so far is Rs. 32,631.14 lakh (79.16%).

During the 14th Assembly (2006-2008) an amount of Rs. 18840.00 lakh has been released.  For the 1st year of the term i.e. in 2006-2007 Rs. 118.00 crore has been released for 295 members.  For the second year of the 14th Assembly i.e. 2007-2008 the first instalment for the year 2007-2008 Rs. 5880.00 lakh has been released for 294 (two hundred and ninety four) Members.  An amount of Rs. 5680.00 lakh has been released as the second instalment for the year 2007-2008 to 284 Members. The Utilization Certificates for the 14th Assembly received so far is Rs. 3080.99 lakh.
