
State Land Use Board has been reconstituted vide resolution No.1990/SLUB/Misc-3/2006 dated the 23rd August, 2006. The objectives of the Board are as follows:-

a) To create a consolidated data base on land and water resources, land use , and other items of information relevant to land use planning in the State;

b)  To recommend changes in the present system of data collection work in the above context;

c)  To create an Information Bank of land and water use:

d)  To initiate studies on land and water use;

e) To formulate draft policy guidelines with regard to land and water use, land conservation and reclamation in the State:

f)  To recommend implementation, on a pilot basis, and through appropriate govt. agencies, programmes for experimental forms of alternative land use on publicly –owned farm and other land.
