Following discussion were taken in the meeting  :  

i)         The Municipal Affairs Department’s Approach and targets to the 11th Five Year Plan broadly confirm to the Approach of the 11th Five Year Plan of the State. It is now require to work out    year-wise targets and fund provisioning to ensure its outcome.


    Such targets are also to be given municipality/corporation-wise and periodical performance monitored in a transparent manner.

ii) 
      In working priorities by the Department, emphasis has to be given on drainage, sewerage solid waste management and hazardous wastes. The invisible effects of these wastes pose serious problems in ensuring general health care of the society and thus of human development.

iii)           Private Nursing Homes need to behave more responsibly in matters of medical wastes and that common incendiary for such private nursing homes might be put in place.

iv)         Municipality are required to work out Action Plan for next five years how wastes of different descriptions are to be disposed of. Physical planning of such disposal along with all safeguards including its transparent monitoring by professional need to be put in place on priority basis on consideration that private partners would not be forth coming in this field.

      The visual irritation of drainage overflowing the surroundings has to be comprehensively addressed for safeguarding environment pollution.

vi) 
      The appropriate intervention by ULBs has to be ensure that municipal schools are properly run and its quality of services improved to reduce dropout rate of school children for urban poor. Gender gap areas in education in urban local bodies have also to be addressed.

vii)
       Underage marriage in urban slums and among urban poor has to be addressed properly.
