
Shri Nirupam Sen, Minister in Charge, Development & Planning Department and Vice-Chairman, State Planning Board presided over the meeting. 
Summing up the discussion :

MIC, Development & Planning Department & Vice-Chairman, State Planning Board observed the following :

i)
Additional inputs on monitoring as suggested by MIC, Finance would be included in  the monitorable targets for the State. He further observed that the disaggregated targets for the districts have now to be worked out by SPB.

ii)
Based on growth rate of 4% on agriculture and SDPgrowth of 10% the State has go to forward in achieving them in partnership with DPCs. MIC informed that he had already written to the concern Ministers to the communicate District Sector Plan Schemes to the DPCs for required action by DPCs.

He asked the Development & Planning Department to follow it up.

iii)
For improving the quality of the Districts Plan, he requested SPB Members to visit the erstwhile RSVY districts and also assess district initiatives for backward village.

iv)
He observed that since W.B’s death rates, birth rates and IMR are lower than most of the States, anemia and malnutrition should not be so high.

Referring to the better heath and education related status of Southern States he mentioned that migration from neighbouring States and neighbouring countries could be factors relating to our depressing status.

v)
 Citing the field experience of mines in Burdwan districts he observed that the cultural factors associated with spending with spending behaviour have not been assisting human development inpact there. Shooting up of higher wages during the sowing season of Aman cultivation in Burdwan spoke volume of non-ability of traditional migrant labour.

vi)
He spoke about the skill development initiative taken by CII and its linkage with new industrial ventures. He also informed the Tata initiative of retraining at Singur and also the CII initiative for skill development for unorganized sector.

vii) 
ISI to be requested to undertake a study on status of  (a) malnutrition and anaemia and (b) employment in all the districts.

viii)
Universities to be requested to take up a study on districts having a larger proportion a backward villages to find out the impact of Government schemes ( the time span may be from December 2004-Decemebr 2007)
