Sir/Madam,

1. I am to invite to your attention to the communications referred to above regarding steps to be taken for preparing the 11th Five Year Plan, starting with the Annual Plan 2007-2008.

2. It is regretted that no comprehensive response has been received from your department in compliance with the instructions given by the Chief Secretary in his meeting with all the departments, whose proceedings were circulated along with a follow-up letter dated 9th June 2006 regarding detailed guidelines on preparation of decentralised plan. 

3. It is reiterated that each department will have to split up its schemes into two major groups:

(A) State level departmental schemes covering more than one district.

(B) District Plan schemes consisting of:

(i) those pertaining to Zilla Parishad;

(ii) those relating to Panchayat Samity;

(iii) those relating to Gram Panchayat ; &

(iv) those relating to Municipal areas.

4. The geographical territory of the Municipality, Gram Panchayat, Panchayat Samity and Zilla Parishad will be the determining factor for identifying the schemes along with the corresponding fund allocation. 

5. It must be ensured that Human Development Focus is maintained with special emphasis on concerns of women and children, besides SC, ST and backward areas in drawing up your schemes and allocating fund.

6. All the above had been discussed at length in the meetings held sector-wise with departments in early July this year. Despite this, your department has failed to send a comprehensive response.

7. In letter No. 170-60(SSP) dated 17th August, 2006 a reminder was issued and the time schedule for preparation of the District Plan was attached. 

8. In   case there is any confusion   that is holding up submission your response, immediate contact should be established with either Dr. B.P. Syam Roy, Special Secretary (Planning) or myself.

9. A checklist is attached for you to verify that the required information has been provided in your response.
