I enclose the D.O letter No. M-13011/1/2006-SP-CO dated 24th April 2006 addressed to the Chief Secretary, Government of West Bengal by the Member-Secretary, Planning Commission, Government of India, regarding the steps required for preparation of the 11the Five Year Plan.

In this connection, your attention is drawn to my communication No.13(60)/ACS/DP/06 dated 3.1.2006 advising you to take immediate steps for preparing your Approach Paper to the 11th five year plan.  Unfortunately, responses are waited from several departments as only 19 have been received so far which were sent back to the departments with the comments of the State Planning Board for revising and resubmitting the papers. This may kindly be done immediately.

The guidelines that have been given in the letter of the Member-Secretary, Planning Commission, should be kept in view to undertake a comprehensive review of schemes, projects and programmes being implemented by every department to assess how successful each has been in achieving the objectives.  Thereafter, decisions should be taken regarding which should be dropped and which will be shifted to the Non-plan sector as committed expenditure in the 11th Plan.

It may be noted that there are three thrusts in the letter of the Planning Commission:

(a) Strengthening the delivery system in the social service sectors: therefore, an integrated view of the service delivery is a pre-requisite for these departments.

(b) Planning at the grass root levels: Detailed guidelines will be circulated but in the meantime each department needs to institutionalize the concept of district planning throughout its hierarchy instead of functioning in compartmentised fashion.  Integration will be done at the district level by the District Planning Committee which will incorporate both the urban and the rural sectors. 
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(c) A specific provision to address the concerns of women has to be incorporated in the schemes, projects and programmes of every department in addition to the SCP and TSP.

 Attention is invited to the West Bengal State Human Development Report, particularly the last chapter “Way and Forward”.   The Planning Commission has instructed that in the 11th plan document special note has to be taken of the Human Development situation for designing policies and programmes along the lines suggested in the SHDR.  In this connection a communication made vide No.III/SHDR-15/06/Coordination dated 13.4.2006 from the HDRCC Cell of this department may also referred to.

I am to request that you take personal charge of this very important task to ensure that your draft approach paper for the 11th Plan is submitted for discussion in the Development and Planning Department and State Planning Board at the earliest.
